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Findings:

1.   The proposed building and other necessary site improvements meet or exceed the standards of the 

zoning ordinance.

3.   The proposed building has been designed and is proposed to be constructed, operated, maintained, and 

managed so as to be compatible, harmonious, and appropriate in appearance with the existing and planned 

character of the general vicinity, adjacent uses of land, and the capacity of public services and facilities 

affected by the use.
