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Maureen,

In addition to the steep slope values, Jason also suggested including values for the steep slope buffer areas. I've also
separated the values to correspond with the different steep slopes (i.e. biuff slopes, very steep slopes, and moderate
slopes).

With that, please see the attached and note the following:

« TOTAL ENCROACHMENT INTO BLUFF SLOPE BUFFER AREA = 36,376 S.F.
+ TOTAL ENCROACHMENT INTO BLUFF SLOPE AREA = 5,370 S.F.

« TOTAL ENCROACHMENT INTO VERY STEEP SLOPE BUFFER AREA = 4,124 S.F,
« TOTAL ENCROACHMENT INTO VERY STEEP SL.OPE AREA = 1,638 S.F.

« TOTAL ENCROACHMENT INTO MODERATE STEEP SLOPE BUFFER AREA = 6,441 S.F.
« TOTAL ENCROACHMENT INTO MODERATE STEEP SLOPE AREA = 3,814 S.F.
