Shall the City of Rochester Hills permanently preserve natural green spaces, wildlife habitats and scenic views; protect

woodlands, wetlands, rivers and streams; and expand the Clinton River Greenway and other trail corridors by funding the

purchase of land and interests in land, and enable the City to seek matching grant funds by levying a new millage of up to

0.3 mills ($0.30 per $1,000 of taxable value) for ten years, 2005 through 2014, inclusive. If approved, the estimated

revenue the City will collect in the first year if the millage is authorized and levied in full is $1,020,593.
