The applicant is requesting a Certificate of Appropriateness to construct a picket fence to enclose a portion of the backyard.  The proposed fence would begin at the rear corners of the house, extend to the side lot lines, and then back towards the rear of the property.  The property owner has submitted a site plan showing the location of the proposed fence.  The property owner finds it necessary to request the fence to stop a toddler from getting out of the yard on to Tienken Road.

Information and pictures regarding the requested work and examples of materials are included in this packet.  Also, the applicant will provide additional materials the night of the meeting.
[bookmark: _Toc300209983]Historical Information
The subject site is located on the south side of Tienken Road just west of the Tienken/Washington roundabout and is located in the Stoney Creek historic district.  The property owner indicates that the home on the lot was built in 1846, while the survey sheet for the property indicates construction between 1850 and 1855.  

The subject site is located within the boundaries of the Stoney Creek Historic District, and is a contributing resource to the District.  The neighboring property to the west at 1046 E. Tienken is a contributing resource, while the property to the east at 1058 E. Tienken is a non-contributing resource.  Copies of the survey sheets are attached.
[bookmark: _Toc300209984]Review Considerations
The applicant has submitted plans showing the location of the proposed fence.  The applicant has selected fence materials to match other existing fences in the Stoney Creek district.  His proposed picket fence will use natural cedar and the posts will be plain to match the historic school.  It is not clear from the application if the applicant intends to leave the fence unfinished or to paint the fence.

The proposed picket fence will be non-obscuring in nature, and will not impact the quality or integrity of the historic resource.  The fence could be removed in the future without leaving any permanent change or impact on the property.  Finally, the fence’s location at the rear corners of the house will reduce its visibility from Tienken Road.

The site and adjacent sites are non-contributing resources.
The applicant is requesting a Certificate of Appropriateness for the construction of a fence beginning at the rear corners of the house. 
The proposed fence design and materials match that found elsewhere in the historic district.
Any work performed in connection with this project will be required to meet all zoning and building codes, rules and regulations.

MOTION, in the matter of File No. HDC 11-002, that the Historic Districts Commission APPROVES/DENIES the request for a Certificate of Appropriateness for the construction of a fence accessory to the contributing resource located at 1050 East Tienken Road, Parcel Identification Number 15-01-352-031, with the following Findings and Conditions:
Findings:
The existing home with the construction of the fence addition will remain a contributing resource within the Winkler Mill Historic District.  
The plans for the fence appear to be/do not appear to be compatible in mass, height, scale and design with the other existing resources, including existing fences, in the District.
The additions will not/will have a detrimental effect on the existing resources in the surrounding area or on the District itself.
The proposed design, texture and materials of the fence are/are not compatible with the existing structure and similar resources within the District.
The proposed additions and rehabilitation of the existing non-contributing resource are/are not in keeping with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standard for Rehabilitation and Guidelines Number 10 as follows:

9) New additions and adjacent or related new construction shall be undertaken in such a manner that if removed in the future, the essential form and integrity of the historic property and its environment would be unimpaired.

0. The new construction shall be completed in accordance with the plans dated received by the City’s Planning & Development Department July 27, 2011.  
All materials, colors and design shall be in accordance with the plans dated received by the City’s Planning & Development Department July 27, 2011.  Notable materials are as follows:
a. Wood picket fence constructed of natural cedar material
b. Gates constructed of fence panels used in the remainder of the fence
c. Simple wood posts as shown in the property owners’ application package.
The fence may not exceed a height of ___ feet.
No work is being requested or approved regarding other outbuildings or site features on the property at this time.  Any work other than the proposed fence as indicated on the plans dated received by the Planning & Development Department July 27, 2011 will require additional review and approval by the City’s Historic Districts Commission.  
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
