Mr. Bob Grace, Director of MIS, gave a brief update which included the following:

*  It will be presented to City Council on October 19, 2005 which will include information 
regarding the $550,000 pricing and budgeted dollars to pay for the project.

*  Normally a network infrastructure is replaced approximately every three (3) to four (4) 
years.  However, due to budget constraints, the replacement was placed on hold for over 18 
months.  Most of the City's servers are five (5) to eight (8) years old.

*   The current system is running out of disk capacity and is difficult to add additional storage 
or conduct rearrangements as necessary.  

*  The new system will be a Storage Area Network (SAN) system that will protect against 
losing data if servers should "crash".  It will also improve "backup" procedures and better 
facilitate a disaster recovery plan for off site storage of electronic information.

*  MIS will receive training on the new technology/software, etc. for the upgraded network.

The consensus of the Committee was to recommend the project for approval to City Council.
