Roger Rousse presented an update on Conservation Easements noting the following:

* Qakland Land Conservancy has been contacted and are scheduled to meet with the Mr.
Rousse in September to discuss how they handle encroachments on right-of-ways and
perhaps form a partnership with the City.

* Currently our GIS system can determine property lines to within approximately three (3)
feet.

* Gross encroachments can be determined using the GIS system.
* Determining a small encroachment would require a boundary survey.

* Qakland County has aerial views.

Mr. Rousse stated that once encroachment information is obtained the City would need to
determine what to do. He noted that would cost the City legal fees due to corresponding
legal costs with boundary surveys.
