Act, the City Council may permit the Mayor to execute adjustments to the budget within limits;

Whereas, the Public Hearing for the proposed FY 2013 1st Quarter Budget Amendments was noticed on 

January 10, 2013; and

Whereas, the proposed FY 2013 1st Quarter Budget Amendments were available for public viewing 

beginning on January 18, 2013; and

Whereas, at its January 28, 2013 meeting City Council held a Public Hearing on the proposed FY 2013 
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1st Quarter Budget Amendments.
