e The Tree Conservation Ordinance prohibits any construction or development activities within the drip line of any regulated trees not approved for removal, including, but not limited to, land clearing, grubbing, trenching, grading or
filling; no person shall place any solvents, building material, construction equipment, soil deposits or harmful materials within the drip line limit of trees designated for preservation.
