Each Council Member may nominate one (1) candidate. No
second to any nomination shall be required.

A Roll Call Vote shall be called for by the President and
Council Members shall indicate the nominee of their choice.

A nominee receiving a vote of a majority of the Council
currently holding office shall be declared elected. If no
nominee receives the vote of a majority of the Council
Members currently holding office and there are more than
two (2) nominees, the nominee receiving the fewest number
of votes cast for any nominee shall be dropped from the list
of nominees and a vote shall be taken on the remaining
nominees. Voting shall continue until one (1) nominee
receives the vote of a majority of the Council Members
currently holding office.

Term of Office: The terms of office of the newly elected President
and Vice President shall commence at the conclusion of the regular
Council Meeting at which they were elected and shall terminate
upon their successors taking office, or upon the expiration of the
officer's term as a Council Member, whichever occurs first.
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
