BACKGROUND:
The Planning & Economic Development Department has been compiling a variety of potential administrative ordinance amendments in an effort to help clarify certain aspects of the City’s Zoning Ordinance, making the Ordinance easier to understand and utilize for residents, property owners and others who may utilize the Ordinance.  The PED staff memo outlines each of proposed amendments and how the proposed amendment is designed to address the identified issue.  

The Planning Commission discussed the initial draft of the proposed amendment at their January 14, 2025 meeting and established a public hearing to consider the amendment.  The only change requested by the Planning Commission at that time was to redraft the site plan extension language to allow one (1) administrative extension and one (1) Planning Commission extension.  The original proposal was for up to three (3) administrative extensions.  At its February 18, 2025 meeting, the Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of the proposed ordinance amendments.  There was no public comment on the proposed amendments.
